“LA BASULATA” SURPRISES AND ENCHANTS U.K.

BAIA E LATINA (Caserta) – A new goal has been reached by Folkloric Art Group “La Basulata”. Among the various cultural activities made up with the aim to recover and keep the typical traditions of italian immigrants living in United Kingdom, the folk ensemble leaded by Enzo Cunti has flew to Manchester (United Kingdom) for a concert live performed in Keighley, in the wonderful setting of “Victoria Hall” theatre: the “VI Festa della Befana”. With this purpose, a large evidence has been given to the live performance of LA BASULATA, that delighted the guests by a wide selection of songs taken’ from their huge  repertory.

After the first greetings and the various introductions, the projection on megascreen of the official “La Basulata” videoclip has signed the start of the real concert of the group, that entered the concert hall on the music notes of the song “Levet’a llocu c’aggia passà”, between the applause of the crowd and the intrigued gaze of the kids.

After this, the group played the first part of its concert:: an innovative show, also tanks to a strong multimedial matrix, that lasted almost one hour, supported by the projection of artistic or  historical videos strictly related to the main subjects of the songs performed.

After a short pause, where an amazing “Befana” played  by the ACLI volunteer Mrs. Donata Tozzi entered the hall living the kids a lots of toys and candies, the second part of La Basulata performance started. The group played many songs and dances (also by letting the crowd dance on the group’s music).

More, the group also performed some due tributes to the Neapolitan songs anthology, playing some “classics” that represented a real “must” for the crowd, that really liked the unexpected surprise.
